Rationale & Overview
	Why does this topic matter to students? Please see year plan.
How does this lesson fit within the larger inquiry project? This is start to the final ‘project’ regarding the Black Lives Matter movement for the year. This will require that students think back to everything they learned this year in order to partake in a peaceful protest. 
How does this project incorporate the inquiry cycle? For this lesson, students will be focusing on the “investigate”, “create”, “discuss”, and “reflect” portions of the inquiry cycle. They will be investigating/researching about riots and protests, creating skits, and discussing how this learning will lead into the final project.

	For this lesson, students comparing and contrasting protests vs. riots may be difficult and understanding why people might choose each method may also be challenging.

	This lesson is “alive” for students because it allows them to actually take part in a protest and they know about all the ones that have been happening in Canada and the United States. They will realize that doing things in a peaceful way can make a difference.

	Learning is expressed through the skit and students’ team work with that, as well as through journaling.

	The activity that is to come after this lesson is students will actually be creating posters for a protest and going out into the community to demonstrate their learning, so this will be connected to the larger community.

	Invitation


	5 mins 
	Ask: what is a riot? What is a protest? 
	Reflect silently then share with a couple peers their initial understanding. 

	Inquiry


	1.5-2 hours (broken up into 2 or 3 blocks as needed) 
	Split the class in 2 halves – 1 to research about peaceful protests, and 1 to research about riots. (Relate back to lessons about Malcolm X and Martin Luther King Jr. – lesson 18 and 19) 
	Students will be researching in their respective groups about protests and riots. Students will first research independently or with a partner and come up with at least 2 pieces of information. Students will then share with the whole group they were researching the same topic as and discuss common research findings. 
Students will then work together to form a short skit (~30 seconds) to demonstrate what a peaceful protest and riot would look like. 

	Reflection 


	5 mins
	Ask: Which do you think is more effective, peaceful protests or riots? 
	Students independently journal about which one they think will be more effective and why. 

	Discussion


	5 mins 
	Discuss with students how they will be partaking in their own peaceful protest to end the year. Have them begin thinking about what they will need to do in order to do this successfully. (See year plan for generic break down of the weeks to come) 
	Begin thinking about how they will put together a peaceful protest to demonstrate their learning from the year.

Organizational Strategies

	Have groups pre-set for the research portion (make sure to group certain students together who you know will work well together). They are being assigned the topic, as it is important to have ½ the class researching riots, and ½ researching peaceful protests. 


Proactive, Positive Classroom Learning Environment Strategies
	By the time this lesson comes around, students will have developed skills to work effectively and cooperatively with others.
Students should be reminded that this is a safe place to really demonstrate through their skit their knowledge of riots and protests and should be reminded that although we are doing just a snippet of it, these went on for much longer and were much more violent (riots). 


Extensions

	Students could research about the other topic they were not assigned in class.
