Rationale & Overview
	Why does this topic matter to students? Please see year plan.
How does this lesson fit within the larger inquiry project? This lesson is helping students to explore who they are at a deeper level. This lesson seeks to assist students in understanding that even though they are all different, all of their lives are equally as meaningful. 
How does this project incorporate the inquiry cycle? This lesson incorporates the inquiry cycle through the “investigate”, “discuss”, and “create” portions. Students are investigating who they are, creating a piece that represents them, and discussing with their peers.

	For this lesson, students may find it challenging to go deeper than physical appearances of who they are. They will need to dig deeper into their actual thoughts, hopes, dreams, personalities in order to be successful with this lesson.

	It is important that students have a deeper understanding of themselves before trying to understand others.

	This lesson will be successful if students are able to go deeper into who they actually are rather than just staying surface level.

“Learning requires exploration of one’s identity.” (FNESC, n.d.). Students will be exploring who they are in this lesson.

Students will be inherently motivated to share with others about themselves, and they often love to express themselves to their peers and teachers. This lesson allows students to present themselves to their peers in a way that they see fit, which will help students at all skill levels participate fully.

	Invitation


	5 mins.
	Ask: who am I? Who are you?
	Students reflect silently on their own about who they are. 

	Inquiry


	1-1.5 hrs (this will be split up into 2 separate days) 
	Investigate: students write down 5 words/short phrases they think describe themselves

Ask: who wrote down things about their physical appearance?

Discuss: class has a discussion about things that make students who they are (encourage them to go deeper than ‘I have black hair’ or ‘I have green eyes’ and to discuss personality traits)
Create: Teacher to share example of what you create to demonstrate who you are (ex. Caring, compassionate, hard-working, etc.) 
	Write down 5 words. 
Show of hands.
Students provide answers. If they are really stuck, check out ESOL Courses. (n.d.). for some kid-friendly ones with definitions and sample sentences.
After class discussion, students may need to add on to their lists so they have 5 adjectives regarding personality rather than appearance. 

Students decide what format they would like to demonstrate their 5 traits in (writing, pictures, video, etc.) and work to create that. 

	Share

	25 mins
	Monitor students and give feedback as needed and positive comments.
	Students will each have about one minute to share who they are with the class.

	Discussion/Reflect

	10 mins
	Ask: are we all the same? What is great about being different? Is one person more valuable than the other because of certain personality traits?
	Class to discuss these questions and then students to journal independently for the last 2 questions. 


Materials and Resources
	-teacher example of work
-paper, pencils, pencil crayons/markers 

-phone (if needed to make video) 

-smartboard to view videos 




Organizational Strategies

	-ensure students have paper (journal) and pencil 
-be prepared that students will likely go surface level and need assistance with going deeper into personality traits 


Proactive, Positive Classroom Learning Environment Strategies
	This lesson will help to create a positive classroom environment and set students up for success with the year plan of Black Lives Matter movement through first exploring their own self and that of their classmates in a respectful, safe environment. Students will begin to see that because we are all different, this is a gift. 


Extensions

	Students can provide more personality traits if wanted. They may do an alternate form of presentation (run by teacher first). 
Ask their friends/family how they would describe them.
